Conversions involving ratios
Quite often we need to convert numbers that are derived from a ratio and contain units from that ratio.  We can use simple dimensional analysis to make the conversion.  
For example: A car was traveling at 50 ft/sec.  How fast is this in miles/hr?
Example #2: A snail is traveling at 30 cm/hr.  How fast is this in m/s?
This process can be used for many types of conversions.  For example:  A hockey player a practice takes 50 slap shots per hour.  How many slap shots has he taken in 5 hours?

They can get a bit more complicated.  For example: Ashley loves chocolate.  Each candy bar contains 10 g of chocolate, if Ashley eats 20 candy bars in 1 day, how many grams of chocolate has she eaten per hour?
