Spanish 3 Regents Review 
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Present Progressive Tense

This is how you Express “ing” in Spanish 

1. Conjuate the verb estar (I am, you are, he is….)

2. Attach ando to “ar” verbs

3. Attach iendo to “er/ir” verbs
EXAMPLE

I am speaking- Estoy hablando

You are running- Estás correindo 
Preterit Past Tense 
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Imperfect Past Tense 
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er/ir verbs (share the same endings)

Present Perfect Tense

This expressed what you have done
1. Conjugate the verb haber 

(he, has, ha, hemos, han) 

2. Attach ado to “ar” verbs

3. Attach ido to “er/ir” verbs

EXAMPLE

We have completed the homework- Hemos termindado la tarea

You  have called your sister- Has llamado su hermana 
Future Tense (attach the verb endings to the non-conjugated verb)

Ar/er/ir Verbs (all verbs take the same endings)
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Ex- Ella hablará con la profesora (She will talk with the teacher)

Conditional Tense (attach the verb endings to the non-conjugated verb)

Ar/er/ir Verbs (all verbs take the same endings)
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Ex- Ella hablaría con la profesora (She would talk with the teacher) 

Usted Commands

(Box 1, Drop the “o”, add the opposite verb ending)
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Examples:

Have Fun- se divierta

Dance- Baile

Pronouns

Direct Object Pronouns (DOP) Answer the question who or what

EX- I read the book

Who/What do you read?  The answer is the DOP 

DOP= the book

To replace the DOP with the pronoun “it”:  take the word out of the sentence and replace it with the appropriate pronoun.  

Pronouns must be placed directly in front of the conjugated verb!

EX- I read it

Yo lo leo 

Indirect Object Pronouns (IOP) Answer the question to whom or for whom is the action being done.

EX- I read the book to my sister

To whom/for whom do you read the book?  The answer is the IOP

IOP- my sister

To replace the IOP with the pronoun “her”: take the word out of the sentence and replace it with the appropriate pronoun.  

Pronouns must be placed directly in front of the conjugated verb!

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Replacing BOTH the Indirect & Direct Object Pronouns Together 

Rule # 1 Pronoun Placement: The indirect object pronoun comes first, then the direct object pronoun, then the conjugated verb (IO + DO + conjugated verb)

EX- Ella compra una revista para nosotros

(She buys a magazine for us)

Ella nos la compra

(She buys it for us)

Rule #2 You can not have 2 pronouns that begin with the letter “L” next to each other: If you want to replace both the IO and DO with pronouns in 3 and/or 6 the IO le-box 3 and les-box 6 change to se
EX- Ella compra una revista para su hermana

(She buys a magazine for her sister)

Ella se la compra

(She buys it for her) 

Using Pronouns & Commands

Rule of the 4 A’s

1. If the command is Affirmative

2. You Attach the pronoun to the command

3. It comes After the command

4. You ad a written Accent on the second to last vowel in the original verb stem

(Cover up the pronoun and count to vowels over from the end and write your accent)

Examples:

Grate it : 
Rállelo

Call me:    Llámeme
If the Command is NEGATIVE you negate the Rule of the 4A’s

1. If the command in NOT Affirmative

2. You Do Not attach the pronoun

3. It does Not come after the command

4. No written Accent 

(Follow the original placement rules – IO + DO + Conjugated Verb)

Examples:

Don’t grate it: No lo ralle

Don’t call me: No me llame
