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• The Smart Schools Bond Act (SSBA) was announced by Governor 
Andrew M. Cuomo and approved by voters during the general 
election on November 4, 2014. 

• The SSBA authorized $2 billion of general obligation bonds, to finance 
educational technology and infrastructure to improve the learning 
environment of students throughout the state. Districts interested in 
obtaining funds were required to follow a rigorous process to develop 
and submit a Smart Schools Investment Plan (SSIP).

• Forestville CSD was allotted $594,163 through The SSBA. The district’s 
plan will provide infrastructure, security, and classroom information 
technology updates within the elementary and middle/high buildings. 
The district has already used a portion of these funds

Plan Overview – What is Smart Schools Bond Act?



• Category 1: School and Community Connectivity
- Install high speed broadband or wireless internet connectivity for schools and 

communities.

• Category 2: Acquire Learning Technology Equipment Or Facilities
- Acquiring learning technology equipment or facilities, including but not limited to 

interactive whiteboards, computer servers, desktops, laptops, and tablet 
computers.
**There is a minimum speed standard of 100Mbps per 1,000 students for schools 
in the United States

• Category 3: Pre-Kindergarten Classrooms And Replace Transportable Classrooms
- Constructing, enhancing, and modernizing educational facilities to accommodate 

prekindergarten programs and provide instructional space to replace classroom 
trailers.

• Category 4: Installing High Tech Security Features
- Installing high‐tech security features in school buildings and on 

school campuses, including but not limited to video surveillance, 
emergency notification systems, and physical access controls.

o Will our project solve current security challenges and future 

needs?

• Security priorities that fit within allowable funding options were 
established. Priorities were shared with stakeholders for feedback 
throughout the planning process 

• Proposed spending recommendation were developed

• Board of Education is looking to adopt the District’s Preliminary SSIP 
on November 3, 2022 and the plan will be posted on the district’s 
website for public comment.

• A public hearing is scheduled for December, 2022 to enable 
stakeholders to respond to the Preliminary Plan.

Plan Overview – Key Planning Considerations



• A secure facility benefits all students, staff and community members. 
The Technology Committee comprised of various stakeholders 
provided input toward the proposed security purchases and upgrades. 
Through these security measures our facility will be more protected. 
The security upgrades will reduce the visual sightlines, will decrease 
the probability of a forced entry into a classroom and provide greater 
safety. 

• Forestville has already implemented several safety measures. The new 
security upgrades will work to enhance the existing measures
